RBOC Fights Ban on Cop-
per-Based Bottom Paints
The State Water Resources Con-
trol Board approved an amend-
ment to the basin plan to estab-
lish a total maximum daily load 
for dissolved copper for Shelter 
Island Yacht Basin. 
 A 17-year phase-out of cop-
per-based paints is one step 
closer to implementation.
 RBOC testifi ed at the public 
hearings on this issue, urging 
that these actions be based upon 
clear science regarding the pres-
ence and sources of copper in 
the basin. Also, Linda Newland,  
on behalf of RBOC, requested 
that the California Dept. of Boat-
ing & Waterways undertake a 
scientifi c study which was unani-
mously approved by the DBW 
Commissioners.
